On Saturday July 9, 2011, the Maryland State Council of the

State Deputyôs Remarks 

The icon of Our Lady of 

Czestochowa has been inti-

mately associated with Poland 

for the past six hundred years. 

Its history prior to its arrival 

in Poland is shrouded in nu-

merous legends which trace 

the iconôs origin to St. Luke 

who painted it on a cypress 

table top from the house of 

the Holy Family. 

        The painting displays a 

traditional composition well-

known in the icons of Eastern 

Orthodoxy. The Virgin Mary 

is shown as the ñHodegetriaò 

(ñOne Who Shows the Wayò). In it the Virgin directs attention 

away from herself, gesturing with her right hand toward Jesus as 

the source of salvation. In turn, the child extends his right hand 

toward the viewer in blessing while holding a book of gospels in 

his left hand. The icon shows the Madonna in fleur de lys robes. 

        The Black Madonna, another name for Our Lady of 

Czestochowa, is credited with miraculously saving the monas-

tery of Jasna Gora (Bright Mount) as Queen and Protector of 

Poland in the cathedral of Lwow on April 1, 1656. 

       Another legend concerning the two scars on the Black Ma-

donnaôs right cheek is that the Hussites stormed the Pauline 

monastery in 1430, plundering the sanctuary. Among the items 

stolen was the icon. After putting it in their wagon, the Hussites 

tried to get away but their horses refused to move. They threw 

the portrait down to the ground and one of the plunderers drew 

his sword upon the image and inflicted two deep strikes. When 

the robber tried to inflict a third strike, he fell to the ground and 

squirmed in agony until his death. 

        Because of the Black Madonna, Czestochowa is regarded 

as the most popular shrine in Poland, with many Polish Catho-

lics making a pilgrimage there every year. Often, people will 

line up on the side of the road to hand provisions to the pilgrims 

as those who walk the distance to Czestochowa walk the entire 

day and have little means to get things for themselves.

The Knights of Columbus 

mourns the loss of Su-

preme Secretary Emilio 

B. Moure, who passed 

away at his Connecticut 

home on July 23rd after a 

battle with cancer. He 

was 54 years old and had 

served as Supreme Secre-

tary of the Order of the 

Knights of Columbus 

until his death. 

        Moure joined the Knights in January 1985, 

and was a member of James Cardinal McIntyre 

Council 6332 and Santiago de Compostela As-

sembly in California. He served in all elected 

offices of the California jurisdiction, and as 

State Deputy from 2006-2007. In 2006, the 

delegates to the 124th Supreme Convention in 

Orlando, Florida, elected him to the Board of 

Directors. 

        He began working at the Supreme Council 

headquarters in April 2007 as Executive Vice 

President for Business Process Management. In 

that position, he oversaw the updating and mod-

ernizing of business practices at the Supreme 

Council. In October 2009, he was appointed 

Supreme Treasurer, and then in September 2010 

he was named Supreme Secretary. 

        ñWe mourn deeply the loss of an exempla-

ry Catholic gentleman and proud Knight of 

Columbus, who was also a dedicated husband, 

father and grandfatherò said Supreme Knight 

Carl A. Anderson. ñEmilio was a trusted col-

league and a good friend who always had the 

growth and welfare of the Order at heart. In his 

time at the Supreme Council headquarters, he 

was a dynamic force for improving and updat-

ing all of our operations. His business expertise, 

wise judgment and, most of all, his collegiality, 

kindness and deep faith will truly be missed.ò 

        Born in Havana, Cuba, Moure came to the 

United States at the age of 11 with his family. 

He spoke Spanish and helped to organize and 

implement the Orderôs Hispanic programs, such 

as the Marian Congress on Our Lady of Guada-

lupe and the Guadalupe Festival, held at the 

conclusion of the 2009 Supreme Convention in 

Phoenix, Arizona. He was the Supreme Coun-

cilôs liaison to the Orderôs councils in Cuba, and 

helped revitalize the Knights of Columbus there 

in time for the centennial of Columbianism in 

Cuba in 2009. He was instrumental in the Su-

preme Councilôs support for the construction of 

San Carlos y San Ambrosio Seminary, the first 

new seminary to open in Cuba in half a century. 

A lifelong dream of his was realized when, in 

November 2010, Moure was part of a delegation 

from the Supreme Council which traveled to 

Cuba to participate in the dedication of the sem-

inary. 

        Moure was also instrumental in forging the 

Orderôs relationship with the Global Wheelchair 

Association, which provides free wheelchairs to 

needy individuals in many countries around the 

world, and also was a leader in the Knightsô 

recovery efforts in Haiti after the devastating 

earthquake in January 2010.  

        Moure is survived by his wife of 31 years, 

Rebeca, their two sons, and one granddaughter. 

ORDER MOURNS PASSING OF SUPREME SECRETARY EMILIO MOURE 

The Gospel passage for the Sunday of 

Grand Knights College was the parable of 

the sower and the seed.  A thought I shared 

that weekend was that we are not only in-

vited to be the fertile soil in which the seed 

of the Word of God can take root, but we 

are also privileged to join the sower, the 

Lord, in sowing the seed. 

        What we are called to do as Chris-

tians, we make a new commitment to do as 

Knights.  Itôs never just service, itôs Chris-

tian service, and it is to bring others to 

know that the love of God and the sacrifice 

of Jesus are the inspirations we use.  Isnôt it humbling when others ob-

serve our actions and then are able to better understand how Godôs love, 

present in our lives, helps us to share 30, and 60 and 100 fold of what 

we have received?  We can truly become instruments for good in the 

hand of God.   

        I also reminded those gathered in Emmitsburg that one canôt work 

the soil without getting oneôs hands dirty, without some sweat, and 

without some expenditure of energy.  We might even feel a few aches 

and pains at the end.  But hopefully that does not stop us from doing 

what can be done, and should be done.  Certainly we look to our leader-

ship, at every level of the Order, and we hope they will take their office 

seriously, thus helping each of us to do our part, and maybe a little more 

than we first thought possible. 

        As you plan your events for this new fraternal year I join in urging 

you to remember that you are doing the Lordôs work in service to the 

Church as well as to the Order.  This happens in promoting vocations, in 

defending life, in helping those in need, and in countless other ways, 

while demonstrating to those who observe us that we do all these things 

as Christian gentlemen.  May your efforts find fertile ground, and pro-

duce a great return.  In the process, may you know the Lordôs peace.
